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QUICKLY SET UP YOUR KAIBO FLOW

When using this product for the first time,
it is recommended to fully charge the earphones

1.Power ON/OFF
® Power ON:Press and hold the power button for 5 seconds
e Power OFF:Press and hold the power button for 5 seconds

2.Headphone Pairing

After the headset is powered on, the white light flashes, the headset enters
pairing mode.You can hear "pairing". Turn on the Bluetooth of your mobile
phone, search for the Bluetooth pairing name "Kaibo Flow".Click the
Bluetooth name to connect and the white light goes out. You can hear
"Connected", which means the connection is successful.

3.Multi point Pairing

The headphone can connect to two devices at the same time.Headphon
need to disconnect the Bluetooth from the first device.Then connect to
the second device. After the connection is successfully to the second
device, turn on the Bluetooth of the first device.

Headphone will connect to these two devices at the same time.

4.Mode Switch

This product can switch between normal mode and sports mode.
The volume in sports mode is louder than that in normal mode.
The default mode is normal mode when powered on. Press the
power button 4 times to switch to sports mode and hear the prompt
"Sport Mode": Press the power button 4 more times to switch back
to normal mode and you will hear the prompt "Normal Mode".

5.Factory Reset

When the power is off, press and hold the power button for 10 seconds
to switch from on to off. When you turn it on again, the factory settings
have been restored.

6.Charging

e When you hear the "Battery low" , it means the headset is low on power
and needs to be charged. Connect the USB-C to the headset, the white
light is always on, and the headset is charging. The light goes out when it
is fully charged.
