In the OFF status, press and hold either side 
ON/OFF button for 3 sec to power on left or right 
frame only, followed by a voice prompt “Power
On”. While press and hold both side ON/OFF
button for 3 sec to power on both left and 
right frames simultaneously, followed by a voice 
prompt “Power On”
In the ON status, press and hold the one side 
ON/OFF button for 3 sec to power off left or 
right  frame only, followed by a voice prompt 
“Power Off”;  Press and hold both sides ON/OFF 
buttons for 3 sec to power off both left and right 
frames simultaneously, followed by followed by 
a voice prompt “Power Off”.
