1.Alarm Buzzer

Specifications

1.Power: 2 AAA batteries
2.Alarm Interval: 15 seconds

Battery Installation

1.Locate the Notch
Insert the Battery Opening Tool into the Battery Compartment Notch.

2.Rotate to Open
Turn the opening tool clockwise until the upper case releases.

3.Install Batteries
Insert two AAA batteries, matching +/- to compartment markings.

4.Realign & Close
Align the case matching marks on the upper and lower cases before

snapping them together to ensure proper functioning of the product.

Using the Detector
1.Automatic Operation

The detector activates automatically after battery installation.

2.Test Function
Short press the TEST button once to trigger a 2-second alarm
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3. Alarm Silence Function

During water detection alarms:

@ Press the TEST button once to temporarily silence the alarm.

@ The alarm will resume after 15 seconds if water contact continues.

@ To permanently stop alarms, completely dry all moisture from the Drip
Detection Point, Flood Detection Contacts, and surrounding area.

Operation and Alarm Behavior

A. How to Place the Detector
Place the detector in the desired location to monitor water leaks.

B. Alarm Triggering Mechanism

1. Water Detection:

@ The Flood Detection Alarm triggers when two or more adjacent
contacts at the bottom detect water immersion.

@ The Drip Detection Alarm activates immediately when the Drip
Detection Point senses water contact.

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2. Alarm Trigger Logic (Bottom Contacts)

The two parallel Flood Detection Contacts trigger an alarm immediately
upon water immersion, while the diagonal contacts remain non-alarming.

3. Alarm & Visual Alert

When triggered, the Alarm Buzzer sounds and the Status Indicator flashes.
In “mute” mode, only the indicator flashes (no sound).

C. Alarm Behavior

1. Initial and Subsequent Alarms

When water leak is detected, the first alarm will sound for 15 seconds. If
the detector remains in water after the first alarm ends, it will trigger a short

2. 24-Hour Automatic Stop

If the detector stays in water for 24 hours, the alarm will automatically stop
after 24 hours.

Low Battery Warning

When battery power is low:

1.initial alert (once):

@ Audible: 3x"beep-beep-beep" tones

@ Visual: Status Indicator flashes red 3 times

@ Notification: Sends one-time low power alert to mobile app

2.Repeating reminder (every 20 ds)
@ Same 3xbeep pattern

® Statlis Tndicator flashes red 3 fimes

3.0perational status:
@ Continues normal leak detection and alarm functions
@ Replace batteries promptly to maintain protection

Smart App Connection & Setup

1. Downjoad the Tuya Smart App

Scan the QR code or search "Tuya Smart" in
App Store (i0S) or Google Play/App Market
(Android).

2. Account Registration

Open the Tuya Smart app — Tap "Sign Up" — Follow the in-app
instructions to register your account.

3. Device Connection (2 Methods)
