Under FM radio mode, Long press to start auto-search and memory stations,
Long press again to stop auto-search

12. Next song under USB/TF/Bluetooth mode. In FM radlo mode, short press
for next statlon stored. Long press for automatically search of next station.

13. Volume knob: Volume Knob for master volume and mic volume.

14. Display:Digital LED display.

MODES:

Mode button is used to switch the speaker modes :
Bluetooth , FM radioc and input devices,such as U-disk, Micro SD and AUX.

BLUETOOTH MODE:

{1} Power on/off: Tum the volume knob to the right to tum on the speaker.
Turn the volume knob to the left to tumn it off.

(2} Bluetooth connection: Open the hands of the Bluetooth Settings (Moblle
phone brand different; Bluetooth opening method will be different), enter
search, the "A88" will be found, please connect It, When the Bluetooth
pairing Is successful, you will hear a "Ding-dong” sound,

Then you can play the music.

In case of unsuccessful pairing, tum the knob to "OFF" and restart it. After
successfully connecting to Bluetooth, if you tumn off the device, but the
Bluetooth on your smart phone remains open , when you restart the device,
the Bluetooth will be connected automatically.

FM RADIO MODE:

To activate radio FM mode, turn on the speaker, use Mode button to select FM
or press the FM button on the remote control. To search for available radic
stations automatically, dick and hold »Il . FM Stations will be saved automati-
cally, To switch stations , dick I<«< or »>1 or click the number keys on the
remote control, each number key will save the comesponding FM radio station.
To start searching radio stations manually, please use the number on the
remote to enter the station number you need. For eample: if you want to
search for "90.5" redio station, you can directly press the number 505 on the
remote control to go to 90.5 radio station.
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AUX MODE

To activate AUX mode, turn on the loudspeaker , Use Mode button to select
AUX. Once you have selected this mode, you can use AUX cable to connect
your MP3 or computer with the speaker, and then play your music.

SD MODE

To activate the SD mode, turn on the speaker and Insert the SD card

to automatically switch to SD mode and play the music from 5D card .
After pulling out, if you re-insert the TF card , the speaker wlll start playing
from the previous breakpoint.

UsB DISK MODE

To activate USB mode, turn on the loudspeaker and Insert your USB to
automatically switch to USB mode. After pulling out, if you re-insert the USB,
the speaker wlll start playing from the previous breakpoint.

RECORDING MODE

InTF 7 USB mode, you click REC to enter the recording mode, and then you
must use the microphone to record. Press REC again to end the recording and
play the recording. The recording will be saved In TF card or USB flash memory.
The steps to record the sound out through microphone as follows:

{Premises) The TF card or usb drive with the storage device must be plugged
into the device

Step 1. Plug in the microphone

Step 2. Long press the REC button to prompt RECORDING MODE

Step 3. Speak and record through microphone.short Press the REC to end the
recording then play the recording automatically.

Step 4. Long press the REC to quickly display the del. to delete the recording

CHARGING

To charge the battery, insert the U5B charge cable to the loud speaker

port and then connect it to a DC 5V charger, and plug the charger into an AC
220V power source.Charge the speaker the same as Charge your phone.
Charging LED light indicator: It is always red when charging; the red light will
be off after fully charged .

3.Pressing this button to mute the unit%
speaker output at anytime. Press again
to resume speaker output.

5.When playback from the USB/SD source,
pressing this button to set repeat playback
setting (Single or All track repeat).
6.EC:Under USB/TF source playback mode,
press this button to select different EQ hearing.
such as Off Normal / Pop/lazz//Rock/Clazs /Eic.
7.Previous song for USB/SD playback. Previous channel for raclio operation
8.Next song for USB/SD playback. Next channel for radlo operation
9.Pause/Play:During USB/SD playback mede, press this button to pause
the playback. Press again to resume playback. During FM radio mode,
Long press to start auto-scan statlons. Then Short press It again to stop
the auto-scan.

14.Record/Playback:After you Insert a USB/TF card , press this button to
enter the record state,press again to play the recording .

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Tha FM programming operations are as follows:

1. Setting the speaker mode to FM radio mode,

2, After long pressing the *PAUSE” button, The radio will complete the automatic search
after 3 minutes and automatically store all radio stations that can be found.

3. After the search is complete, short press"NEXT" to select your favorite radlo station ,
then program and store It. For example, If you llke 90.5 radio station. short press F1
twice to save this radio station on F1, In FM radio mode, you can press F1 to enter
FM 90.5 directly. If you don't want the 90.5 station to be in F1, you can long press F1
to delete this statlon. Or salect another station such as 95.5, short press F1 twice, 95.5
can cover 90.5 station, so as to store 95.5 on F1. The operations of other F2 to F5 are the
same as F1.
