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Focus function

This function includes 3 focus modes: Auto Focus/Manual Focus/Fixed Focus. 
Press the Menu button to open the current mode menu page, then press the Up/

Auto focus

In this mode, you only need to keep the camera steady when taking pictures or 
videos,and the camera will antomatically focus. Once done, press the capture butto.

Manual focus

In this mode, when taking a photo or recording a video, half-press the photo button 
and the focus frame will appear on the display until the camera focuses clearly. 
Then press the photo button all the way down to take the clearest photo or start 
recording with the clearest image.

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Playback in HDTV                                             
The HD interface of this digital camera can only be connected to a HDTV, not a 
computer.
Please plug the common end of the HD cable into the HD interface of the camera, 
and connect the other end of the port to the HD input interface of the HDTV.
Please note: Before connecting/unplugging the HD cable, please stop recording/
playing images. (The TV signal source needs to be adjusted to HD mode) The HD 
cable is suitable for Mini HDMI to HDMI cable.

Note:After connecting the HDTV, the camera display content will automatically 
switch to the HDTV, and the camera screen will be automatically blacked out. this 
is not a malfunction.

on the camera WiFi. The WiFi ID and password will be displayed on the screen 
after the camera WiFi is turned on.

Open your phone, click Settings--WLAN--WIFIxxx, then find the corresponding
