Remote Control includes the battery (1 CR2025/32 Lithium battery); when battery is drained, replace
battery as below:

1. Pullthe battery tray out of the battery compartment of Remote Contral.

2. Place new CR2025/32 button cell battery n the tray slot, as per the indicated poarity.

3. Close the battery tray.

Pairing your device with the Speaker —
Your Kickstand Karaoke Speaker can stream wireless audio fror any Bluetooth enabled device within
the range of up to 33 Feet. Simply follow the below steps

1. Turn ON the speaker to your favorite sound level.

2. LED display will show “HIFI” first and then “BLUE” with an indication tone will be heard. The
speaker is now entering “pairing” mode.

3. Turn on the Bluetooth on your Mobile Phone or Tablet or Computer.

4. Itwill search for available Bluetooth devices.

5. Powerhouse Bluetooth Wireless Speaker will appear as “SL-KICKSTAND", in the lst of searched
devices. Select it from the available list of devices.

6. Irequired, enter the password ‘0000’ to confirm pairing.

7. Once paired successfully, another indication tone will be heard.
