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TURNING ON

Press and hold the ON/OFF Button for a couple of seconds to turn on your

Power Supply

Connect the provided charger (19V3.42A/4.74A DC) to the power supply port,

do not use other than the provided charger.

ON/OFF button

You can see computer status by looking at the ON/OFF button.

Blue light: computer is turn on.

No light: computer is turn off or sleeping.

Installing SSD STORAGE or replace the SSD

You need to install an SSD drive and windows before you use the computer,

You can replace the SSD driver with more big capacity, if find the storage is not

enough.

Important: The SSD can be M.2 2280 SATA/NVMe type, and this device also

support one more M.2 2280 NVMe SSD.
