It is suggested to use a 5V===2A power
adapter for charging, or you may connect it to a computer via the USB port for
charging.

1. Charging Precautions

> Do not insert or remove the charging cable with excessive force.

> After charging is complete, promptly unplug the charger.

> Use the original power cord for charging. Using other power cords may cause the
printer to overheat, catch fire, or ignite, posing a dangerous situation.

> Do not charge near a heat source, in direct sunlight outdoors, or in other hot locations.
