Quick Steps for Remote

Step 1: On your phone, tap Settings > Bluetooth,
and then turn on the Bluetooth.

Step 3: Once the Bluetooth name of “Selfie"
appears in the display, select it and tap “pair”.
Step 4: Press the Shutter button to take photos.
Step 5: Hold down the shutter button (about 3s)
until indicator light goes out to turn off the
remote control.

Replace the Battery
