- Lights up blue when other buttons are pressed.
-Does not turn off when held down.
- Flashes red when battery voltage is below 1.1V to indicate low power.

2. Hyperlink Button:
-Single click to "Select".
- Double click to"Open".
-Long press to switch windows.

3.Page Up Button:
-Short press to go to the previous page.
-Long press to enter/exit fullscreen.

4.Page Down Button:
-Short press to go to the next page.
-Longpress to black out the screenin fullscreen mode.

5. Green Light Button:
-Short press to activate the laser pointer and blue indicator light.

6. Power Switch:
-Turns the device on and supplies power to all functions.

7.Volume Buttons:
- Short press Volume+ to increase volume.
- Short press Volume- to decrease volume.

8.USB-C Charging Port:
