PoE In Ethernet Port <3>  This port can be 
used to connect to a PoE+ Switch or PoE+ 
injector to provide power and data to the AP. 
The device can alternatively be powered via 
PoE In Ethernet Port <1> or using a 12VDC, 1.5A 
power supply. 

Reset Button  Press down for 10 seconds until 
the LED begins flashing to reset the AP to 
factory defaults.

PoE In Ethernet Port <1>  This port can be 
used to connect to a PoE+ Switch or PoE+ 
injector to provide power and data to the AP. 
The device can alternatively be powered via 
PoE In Ethernet Port <3> on the back of the 
device or by connecting a power adapter on 
the bottom. If this port is not used for power, it 
can be used simply for data in.

PoE Out Ethernet Port <2>  Provides data 
and power out so that you can power another 
device via Power over Ethernet.

DC Input  If you prefer to power the AP6W 
using a power adapter instead of Power over 
Ethernet, a 12VDC, 1.5A power supply can be 
used to power the AP.
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Hardware Installation
Wall Mount

1.	 Position the Wall Mount in the desired 
location and use a pencil to mark the holes.

Note: If running the Ethernet cabling 
through the wall to PoE In Ethernet 
Port <3> on the back of the AP, be 
sure to mark and cut the area on the 
wall for the cabling to pass through.
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2.	Secure the Wall Mount to the wall using 
the Wall-Mount Screws and a Phillips 
screwdriver. Be sure to use the screws 
included with the product. 
 
If mounting on drywall, use the anchors 
to ensure secure mounting. Use a 6.5 mm 
drill bit to drill the holes for the anchors and 
insert them in the wall.

Note: Ensure the included Wall-Mount 
Screws are flush with Wall Mount.
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3.	Connect an Ethernet cable to the PoE IN 
Ethernet Port on the back or on the bottom 
of the AP6W.

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Mounting on a Junction Box

1.	 Remove the cover from the wall plate of the 
junction box.

 

2.	Align the Junction Box Mount to the 
junction box and attach it using the original 
cover screws.
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3.	Feed the Ethernet cable through the 
Junction Box Mount, connect the cable to 
the PoE In Ethernet port on the back of the 
AP6W, and lock the AP6W into place on the 
Junction Box Mount.

Connecting The AP
The AP is powered over Ethernet, it can be 
powered by a PoE+ Switch, a 48V, 0.5A PoE 
Adapter, or using an optional 12VDC 1.5A power 
supply.

Connect the other end of the Ethernet cable 
from the AP6W to your PoE+ Switch. 
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Setting Up Your Device
Follow the instructions in the Alta Networks 
mobile app or Alta Control™ management 
interface to set up your AP.
