2.1 Loading weight
Net weight of the machine(65",75",86"): 41.5kg(Hkg), 55.5kg(Hkg), 68.5kg(Hkg).

3.1 Power on&OFF

Step 1: Use AC power (100V-240V, 50Hz/60Hz) as the machine power source. Make sure the power plug fully inserted

and that the ground wire of the outlet is properly connected.
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Step 2: Turn on the rocker switch (on the rear side of the machine, next to the power socket) after a power source has been

connected. The power indicator should be red.
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3.2 Power off

Step 1. Power off the screen in the following situations:
 Press the power button on the front panel or the power button on the remote control to power off the screen.

- When the product enters sleep mode or shutdown, the system will first detect whether the OPS Computer is turned
off. If not, it first turns off the computer before it enters sleep mode or shutdown.

NOTE 1: The following conditions are not failures:
