1,press power button and hold it till you see the blue LED light come, 

light will show for approx.. 3 seconds and turn off to preserve battery life 

2.1, when you use the device for the first time,the keyboard will be ready for pairing   

      automatication, 

2.2:if connecting to a new device,hold down FN+A to enter pairing mode,
