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Description 

The WIFI MOUDLE, REDPINE A29100-0001 is used to receive and handle wireless communication and 

I/O control on SPX Genfare wireless devices. The A29100-0001 operates on the 2.4GHz IEEE 802.11b/g/n 

wireless platforms. Host board provides power and external I/O to Wi-Fi module A29100-0001. 

Instructions 

1. The A29100-001 package is moisture sensitive and devices must be handled appropriately. After the 
devices are removed from their vacuum sealed packs, they should be taken through reflow for board 
assembly within 168 hours at room conditions, or stored at under 10% relative humidity. If these 
conditions are not met, the devices must be baked before reflow. The recommended baking t ime is 
nine hours at 125°C. 

2. Ensure power supply does not exceed module maximum rating of 3.6V 
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Do not mount Wireless Devices using A29100-0001 on or near metal objects (HVAC, I Beams, ect) or 
electrical devices (motors, high voltage switching, ect) as they can interfere with the wireless signals.

3) The module must be installed such that a minimum separation distance of 20cm is maintained between the radiator (antenna) and all other 

radiators (antennas of transmitters operating above one gigahertz) at all times. 

IMPORTANT NOTE: In the event that these conditions cannot be met (for certain configurations or co-location with another transmitter), then the FCC 
and Industry Canada authorizations are no longer considered valid and the FCC ID and IC Certification Number cannot be used on the final product.
