Operation:

To operate the 2 way 911 security device, press
the center button for 3 seconds and a 911 resp-
onder will answer, which will then allow you the
2-way communication.

* Side Single Button controls the power of the device
and will be used to turn the device on and off, or
disconnect the call when needed.

* A complete charge should last 35-45 days.

* A low energy signal will sound to notify you when

the device needs to be recharged.
