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3. Computer Binding kstation, login and then click the summary - kstation Binding, click kstation Bind above button
at the same time, the computer began to control kstation.The following figure
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4. Click on SCAN, after completion of binding kstation start scanning attachments kbeacon, green for kbeacon,
below. Kstation scanning time, ten minutes show green kbeacon normal, red represents kbeacon damage or insufficient
power supply.
