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4 Precautions

4.1 Neptune pine Precautions

To ensure the equipment is not faulty when using Neptune pine ,please observe the following tips :

Keep the device dry . Precipitation, humidity and liquids contain acid that will corrode the
electronic circuit boards.

Do in dusty or dirty place to store or use the device .

Do not store the device in hot areas , temperatures will shorten the life of electronic devices.

Do not store the device in cold areas , when the device temperature, moisture can form inside
the device and may damage electronic circuit boards .

Do not attempt to disassemble the equipment , non-professional handling may damage the
device.

Do not use a pen or pencil or other sharp object on the touch screen surface Neptune pine avoid
scratching the screen.

Do not drop, knock, or strong collision device , Rough handling can break equipment parts may
cause the device to malfunction.

Do not use harsh chemicals, cleaning equipment or strong detergents. If the device becomes
dirty , use a soft cloth moistened with a diluted solution of glass cleaner to clean the surface.

Use protective film to minimize wear. Screen protectors enhance the touch screen usability and

durability.
