Charge Integrated Battery

This Bluetooth speaker is powered by
integrated rechargeable lithium battery.
Charge the battery as follows:

1. Insert the charging cable into the DC
5V socket on the unit. Connect the USB
plug into a PC or AC/DC adaptor. The
LED indicator turns red and the battery
1s being charged.

2. When the battery 1s fully charged, the
red LED indicator goes out.

Pairing BTS-06 to mobile phone
or other device

Activate the Bluetooth speaker’s pairing
mode by, when in power off mode, press
and hold the on/off button for about 6
seconds until thered LED and blue LED
are flashing alternatively. Now the speaker
1s ready for pairing.

When the speaker is in power on mode,
short press the on/off button and
there will be flash of LED lights in
the middle circle ; short press the
on/off button again, led lights in
the middle circle will stop working.

Please make sure the speakerisin power
off mode when trying to activate the
pairing mode.
