1.2 Safety Precautions

Your device can only use the battery and charger specified by Seuic; using other
products may cause battery leakage, overheating, bursting or fire.

Do not short-circuit the charger, otherwise, it may cause electric shock, smoke
and damage to the charger.

Please do not use the charger when the power cord is damaged; otherwise, it may
cause fire and electric shock.

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Chapter IV Quick Use

4.1 Use for the First Time

» Press and hold the Power key for 3S to boot the device. When the system is
working, press the Power key, and the device will enter the sleep state; in the

sleep state, press the Power key, the system will wake up and light up the screen.

4.2 Boot

» You can boot the machine by pressing the Power key. In deep sleep mode, press
the Power key to wake up the system. If the device is powered by battery, be

sure that the battery is in reliable contact.

4.3 Shutdown

» When the device is turned on, in the non-sleep state, press and hold the Power
key for 2s to open the Option menu, select Shutdown, and press “Confirm” to

shut down normally.

4.4 Restart

» When the device is turned on, in the non-sleep state, press and hold the Power
key for 2s to open the Option menu, select “Restart”, and press “Confirm” to

restart normally.

4.5 Install SIM Card

> Please follow the instructions below to install the SIM card:

» Place the SIM card in the card tray as shown in Figure 4.1.
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» Insert the card tray according to the direction as shown in Figure 4.2.

Chapter V About Charging

» Since the battery has only a small amount of power for testing purpose at the

factory, be sure to charge it after receiving the device.

5.1 Charging Time

» Battery: It takes about 2 hours to charge the battery for the first time through
the adapter. The LED indicator keeps on in red when charging, and the LED

indicator keeps on in green when the battery is fully charged.

5.2 Charging Temperature

» The optimal operating temperature is room temperature 18°C ~ 25°C.
» The battery is not charged if the ambient temperature is below 0°C or above

55°C.
5.3 Power Supply by Battery

» If the wireless network service or data collection program is enabled, the battery
power will be greatly consumed. When these functions are not in use, be sure to
turn off the power of these programs to save power.

> Note: If the product will not be put into use for a long period, please charge the

whole device at least once every two months.

5.4 Precautions on Using Battery

» If the battery is depleted, it may not immediately boot the device when the
charger is first plugged in, which is normal. Please continue to charge for a
period of time before booting the device.

» The battery can be charged repeatedly, but the battery is a consumable item. If
the standby time of the device is greatly reduced, please replace the battery.

» Battery charging time varies with temperature conditions and battery usage,
please charge it within a reasonable temperature range.

» When the battery power is low, the device will pop up the prompt of low battery.

When the battery power is too low, the device will automatically shut down.

5.5 LED Indicator

» The LED indicator in the middle on the upper right corner of the device indicates
the battery power status and charging status of the device with different colors:

<> When the USB, charging adapter, or charging connector is not plugged in,
the indicator flashes in red to indicate that the battery power is too low, please
charge in time;

<> When the USB, charging adapter, or charging connector is plugged in, the
indicator keeps on in red to indicate that the battery is charging;

<> When the USB, charging adapter, or charging connector is plugged in, the
indicator keeps on in green to indicate that the battery is fully charged.

The LED indicator in the middle on the upper right corner of the device flashes in
blue (in the form of breathing light), indicating that there is unread message,
please check it in time.

The LED indicator in the left on the upper right corner of the device flashes in red
once when the barcode is scanned; the indicator does not turn on when the
barcode is not scanned.

Remark: When the device is charging, the blue indicator will not prompt.
