3. For other accessories other than provided by us may not compatible with our Bluetooth
speaker.

Product Main Function *

1. Bluetooth 2,1+EDR can receive up to 15 meters, (It depends on surrounding environment)

2. Support any Bluetooth device to play music, such as mobile phone, iPad, Tablet
and laptop.

3. Built-in anti-interference microphone for hands-free calls.
4. Support audio input to play music directly from other devices such as MP3, MP4 etc.

Drawings & Descriptions of each Key and Interface
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1. Power ON / OFF button:
It can power this unit ON / OFF by pressing the key for 2 seconds long.
2. Play / Pause / Mode / Phone Answering button:

Short press: short press is either start playing music or pause current playing music; and it also
can answer an in coming call or end a call.

Long press can switch amaong the Bluetooth mode \Micro SD card mode and Audio mede.
3. PREV / NEXT song button:

Short press can play next song or previous song under Bluetooth mode or Micro SO card mode.
4. UP /| DOWN volume button:

Short press can tumn volume up or down slowly, long press can turn volume up or down quickly.
5. Microphone:

Speak to the microphone directly can increase its sound effect for phone call.
&. Micro USB:

Use the USE cable supported connect the USB end to the computer, which can charge the
speaker and transfer music data from computer to Speaker Micro SD Card (if installed).
7. AUX In:

It can connect audio device through the AUX IN port.
8. Earphone:

Connect to the headset .
9. NFC:

Using the mobile phone scan with the speaker NFC end when the mobile phone's NFC is ON,
both of NFC can match with each other and link through Bluetooth automatically. NSC stands for
Near Field Communication.

Bluetooth Pairing
The SK-BT21 match with the mobile phone, iPad or tablet PC that has Bluetooth function :
@ Let the speaker close to the device for pairing;

@ Long press the power ON button, the blue and red Logo light will flash alternatively, that means
speaker is ready for pairing;

@ Turn On the Bluetooth function of your mobile device, search for the Bluetooth device nearby



(specific operations may be required, please refer to user manual). Select the “SK-BT21" from the
list of Bluetooth devices found then pairing it, Due to the differences among devices, it may require
a password for connection, such as entering “0000" for pairing.

@ After paired, the Steady Green Light is ON.

@ It only needs to be paired with your mobile device and our SK-BT21 once. Since then they can
be pairing together for future use within Bluetooth range if needed.

AUX IN Mode

@ When the audio cable plug into the AUX IN port, the SK-BT21 make a sound and the
green light will ON steadily, the speaker enter into Playing mode,

@ If unplug the audio cable from the SK-BT21, the speaker will return to “Pairing” mode
automatically. If it can't back to match, it will wait for being matched condition.

Remark: After entering into Bluetooth Pairing mode, the SK-BT21 starts to search for
Bluetooth device for pairing automatically for 10 seconds, otherwise the SK-BT21 requires
pairing manually after 10 seconds. If the Bluetooth function failed to be connected within
15 minutes, the SK-BT21 will power off automatically.

Connecting Paired Device
After the SK-BT21 has been paired, it will display two types of playing mode each time:

@ The speaker will connect the mobile device automatically then starts to play music from the
device directly.

® Please choose “SK-BT21" from the list of devices has been connected then play the music.

Telephone’s Hands Free Mode

® To answer an incoming call while listen to the music, just press the MODE button and
answer the call through the “SK-BT21" directly.

® To end the call, just short press the MODE button again.

Volume Control
The volume can be adjusted from the paired mobile phone, iPad or tablet PC itself, or

adjusted by pressing the volume button on the SK-BT21.

Charging Battery

Micro USB:Connect micro USB plug into SK-BT21 then connect the other end of power
cable to the computer's USB port, or connect it to the standard charge interface wall adapter
(5V 500mA) for Battery Charging. The Red light stays ON when it is charging, it change to
Green when charged in full. The SK-BT21 has built in circuit protection and it can also
connect to the computer for longer charging time. It will take 2 hours to charge battery fully.
However its run time will be different based on different volume setting. The system will
power off automatically when the battery is at low level, please charge the battery in time.

If you don't use the SK-BT21 a lot, please charge the battery monthly which can extend

the battery life.

Problems Q&A
Q: Why is the speaker power OFF automatically as it is starting up?
A: Because the battery is at low level, please charge the battery for at least 2 hours before using it.

Q: Why is the speaker can't be charged?

A: Please check the data cable to see if it is come with the package. Or make sure the voltage
is correct

Q: Why is the Green light goes out as it is charging?
A: Itis normal, if the battery was charged full or it just charged full, then the Green light will goes out.

Q: Why is the speaker no sound?
A: Please check and confirm that the piaying is under the Biuetooth or AUX mode, then adjust the
volume.

Q: Why there is no sound for AUX?
A: Please use the audio cable come with the speaker and choose the right audio output source.
Please confirm the device if the volume has been turned ON.

Q: Why is the Bluetooth can't connect automatically?
A 1. Your mobile device might not pair with SK-BT21 before. Please follow the pairing procedures
for first time pairing. It can ONLY connected automatically for those being paired devices.

2. After 10 minutes Power ON SK-BT21, The speaker must power off then restart it.

3. In reference to the “Bluetooth Pairing” within the Usual Manual again.

Q: Why is the Bluetooth can't play music?
A 1, Please confirm whether the Bluetooth is connected successfully,
2. Please confirm whether the volume is tumn on.
3. Please disconnect the Bluetooth for both units then try to connect them again.

Q: Why is the button no function or is mistake?
A: Please power off the SK-BT21 then restart it, or using a needle to reset it from Reset button.
