1. The propellers of the high speed boat will spinning at high speed. Do not touch the
propellers by fingers to avoid causing body hurts or motor damages.

Use only the equipped charger to charge the high speed boat after use.

Wipe the high speed boat dry and store in a dry place.

Do not use dangerous drugs, detergents or seawater in the pond.

. Please read through the op manual to avoid of the high speed boat or
the controller.
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Keep the high speed boat out of touch of little children.
This boat uses a 7.4V Li-ion battery. When the Li-ion battery is full charged, the boat can
drive for more than 8 minutes.
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Power Indicator: The Red/Yellow/Green
indicator keeps eternal bright, which
means that the power is sufficient. If
only the red light on,that means the
power is weak and will affect the
control distance.

Switch key for Left/Right
turn: Pull this switch and
you can switch between
the Left and Right.

Direction Trimmer: If the boat
doing deviation when racing,
you can adjust itleft or right to
make it go straight.

Switch key for Forward/
Backward: Pull this
switch and you can
switch between the
Forward and Backward.

Neutral position Adjustment: Please
aim to the neutral position on the
trimmer key, you can rotate the
trimmer knob to control the
amplitude of Forward/Backward.

Left/Right rotating wheel:

1. Rotate the steering
wheel in clockwise
direction, the boat
‘will turns right.

2. Rotate the steering
wheel in anti-clockwise
direction, the boat
will turns left

Trigger for Forward/Backward:
Trigger it backward and the speed
boat will move quickly forward,
trigger it forward and the speed
boat will move backward.

3. Assembly controller

Install batteries: Open the battery cover and insert 6x1.5 AA batteries.(Batteries are not included)(Pic.1)

NOTICE:

1. Do not mix new
and old batteries.

2. Do not mix different
types of batteries.

4. Charge (Pic.2)

1. First of all, open the cover of the boat , connect the
charge plug of the charger to the charge slot on the
boat, then insert the charger into the power jack.

2. The indicator on charger will be in red during charging
& change to green when finished charging.

3. It will takes about 2.5 hours for full charge and can drive
for more than 8 minutes.

5. Operation

1. Open the battery cover of the transmitter, load 6x1.5V AA batteries and then close the battery cover. Open the
cover of the hull body, connect the battery power line, engine line, and rudder line, when all connected, the red
indicator will be flashing. Close the cover of the boat and then press the pressing plate. (Pic.3)

2. Put the boat on the water and then switch on the power of the transmitter, the transmitter will start auto-decoding.
Rotate the direction lever, the hull direction rudder wil make corresponding left or right swaying, which represents
the decoding is successfuly finished, then you can start racing the boat.

Caution:

1. Please choose the spacious swimming pool without barrier, with
water depth no less than 20cm before operating.

2. Please put the boat on the water but close to the shore, tum on the
transmitter to make decoding. Please check simply the function,

trying if it goes forward straightly. If it has any deviation, please 4 i umn /E

use the trimmer to trim it well.

3. Please pay atention to the Red, Yellow and Green indicator. If only red
indicator is ON, that represents the power of the battery is running out,
please replace the batteries to avoid the insufficient power of the battery

which may affect the receiving abilty.
