Remove screw by a screwdriver. Open the batlery door.

Insert 3 AAA alkaline batteries into the Parent unit according to the polarity shown
in the batiery compartment. Replace the battery door at the inclined angle, press
down the screw and screw it up again; Or connect the Parents unit with the AC
‘adaptor. Power on by switching the Power Switch uni a dlick sound to be heard,
Power Indicator will show red light and a 3 second music will be heard.
After_powering on, image will be displayed on LCD display if signal can be
caught. Otherwise, white Screen will be show
Power off by turning off the Power Switch unti a click sound to be heard, Red
light of the power indicator wil be go off (completely off after 3 seconds), no
