1.1 Whatitis

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1. 2 Features

(1) It supports the backing up photos by plugging the SD card into the
card port.

(2) It supports viewing and managing the photos via tablet or
smartphone.

(3) It supports raw file formats. It will output the thumbnail of the raw
files and extract the EXIF information to show.

(4) The USB 2.0 port is used for charging other electronic device and data backup from the
camera.

2. Getting Started

2.1 Install App
MPortable supports iOS and Android. Users may download the apps at

the link: www.majcbox.com/en/mportable.html or scan the QR code to
go to the web page to install.

After installing the app, users can tap the icon below to start.

2.2 Connect Wi-Fi

After turning on the power, you may scan the Wi-Fi network named
MPortable XXX a few seconds later with your iPad or smartphone. The
Wi-Fi password will be blank when you first use the device by default.

You may change it later via Settings->Wireless Settings.



3. Photo Management

3.1 Backup the camera photos via USB

Using the USB wire to connect the camera and MPortable, turn on both
the camera and MPortable.
The photos will be copied into MPortable automatically. You may check

the backup progress by app.

3.2 Backup SD/CF Card
Just put the SD/CF card in the card port and turn on MPortable, and the
photos will be piped into MPortable automatically. You may check the

backup progress by app.



3.3 Start the app

1. Connect the Wi-Fi of MPortable with an iPad or other smart devices.
2. Tap the installed app icon. Albums sorted by the taken dates will be

shown.



4. Using as an external hard drive

1. Turn off the power of MPortable,

2. Use a USB 3.0 wire to connect the computer and MPortable.

3. Access the storage as an external hard drive.
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5. Charge

Charge your MPortable by plugging your MPortable power adapter
into an electrical outlet. You can also charge your MPortable or transfer

data to it by connecting the USB cord to a computer's USB port.
