Pairing and Connecting Sound Bar with Bluetooth Device

Switch the input source to Bluetooth (BT).

On your Bluetooth device, tap Settings and enable the Bluetooth
function.

. Press the button on the remote control to enter pairing mode for 60

seconds.

When you hear an audible tone, this indicates the device is in pairing
mode.

. On your Bluetooth device, search for the Sound Bar (FCA-SB201).
. Tap “FCA-SB201“ to start pairing.

The Bluetooth LED lights (blue) to indicate the pairing is successful
and device is connected.

Note: if the Bluetooth devices does not connected automatically after
paired, please tap “FCA-SB201“ on your Bluetooth device to connect.
It may be happened on some Bluetooth devices.

Browse and select the music/media file to play.

You can use your Bluetooth device or the remote control to control the
media playback.
