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CONNECTING HEADPHONES

Inserting Headphones

On the right side of the device, there are two headphone jacks, which only support ¢
3.5mm plugs. Both Android and Apple 3.5mm headphones are compatible (Note:
Type-C and Lightning interface headphones are not supported).
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BUTTON FUNCTIONS

Press the MODE button to cycle through CD/SD/BT modes.

- CD Mode: Plays audio CDs.

- SD Mode: Plays MP3 files from the SD card.

- BT Mode (Bluetooth Receiver):

Search for "CD528" on your phone's Bluetooth and connect.

Once connected, the CD player will emit a confirmation tone.

This function allows your phone's music to play through the CD player, turning it into a
Bluetooth speaker.
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2.PROG: Programming Playback

PROG Programming Playback Mode: In stop mode, press the @) button to

enter programming playback mode. Use the track buttons to select your favorite tracks,
then press the @ button to store the selected tracks. Repeat this step for

multiple tracks. Press the pj] button to start playback according to the programmed
sequence.

3.EQ: Sound Equalizer

EQ Sound Equalizer Switch: In normal playback mode, each press of the
button will cycle through 7 different equalizer modes, allowing users to choose based on
their listening preferences.

(MIn normal playback mode, a single press skips to the previous track.

(@In menu mode, this button is used to move up.

5. HStop Button:
(MIn normal playback mode, pressing this button once stops playback.

INTRO: Preview mode (plays only the first 10 seconds of each song)
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10. BT TX Button
Press the BT TX button to activate Bluetooth transmission. The Bluetooth icon will appear on
the display (solid when connected, blinking when disconnected). While playing a CD, you can
use this function to connect to your Bluetooth headphones/speaker.
Note: Bluetooth transmission connects automatically. Please ensure your Bluetooth device is in
pairing mode, otherwise connection will fail.

11.Volume Control
The volume control is a toggle switch. In normal playback mode, pushing the volume switch
towards “VOL+” increases the volume by one step. Pressing and holding will continuously
increase the volume. To decrease the volume, push the switch towards “VOL-". Each push
decreases the volume by one step, and pressing and holding will continuously decrease the volume.

12.Power Switch
® Sliding the power switch to the “OFF” position completely disconnects the power,

rendering all buttons inoperative.

@ To turn on the device, slide the power switch to the “ON” position, enabling all button functions.
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DISC PLAYBACK

1.Place a CD or MP3 format disc (Note: Discs in other formats, including data format MP3 discs, are
not supported) into the disc compartment and secure it.

2.Slide the power switch to the ON position. The device will automatically start playing the disc
content, and the built-in speaker will emit the sound from the disc.

3.To switch tracks, simply press the Previous Track or Next Track button.

TF CARD PLAYBACK

1.Insert a TF Card with music files into the TF Card slot (only FAT32 format is supported, and music
files must be in WMA, MP3, APE, or FLAC formats).
2. Press and hold the Mode button for more than 2 seconds to switch to TF Card playback mode.

AUX CONNECTION

1.Locate the AUX input jack on your home or car audio system. Insert the included 3.5mm cable into
the AUX input jack, then switch the audio system to the AUX channel. Insert the other end of the
cable into either headphone jack on the device.

2.Set the device volume to the lowest level, then gradually increase it to a normal listening level
(Note: High volume levels may cause hearing damage).
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TROUBLE SHORTING

Problem Description

Troubleshooting

Unable to Power On

Check if the device can charge properly, if not, check the circuit or adapter

Check if the power switch is in the ON position. The power switch must
be turned on for it to operate. If not, check the circuit or adapter

Press the play button lightly to see if it can turn on. In standby mode,
pressing the play button can tumn on the device. The power switch
must be tumed on for it to operate. If not, check the circuit or adapter

Unable to read disc

Ensure the disc is loaded correctly; it won't play properly if it's loaded
upside down or not in place

Ensure the disc format is CD or MP3 music format disc; DVD or Blu-ray
discs, and data discs will also not play

Check if the disc surface is dirty, and if there are too many scratches. Clean
the dirt and try playing again; if its damaged or scratched, it cannot be played

Unable to charge

Ensure the cable connection is secure and check if the adapter or charging
cable is properly installed

Check if the charging device is damaged; try replacing it with another set of the
same specifications.

No sound from

Ensure the headphones are plugged in properly; there should be no gap
between the headphone plug and the device.

If headphones are properly installed, adjust the volume to at least
2 levels or higher.

No sound from AUX
cable connection

Please ensure that the volume on both input and output devices is
tumed on.

Please check if the cables are damaged; if so, please replace them.

Button has no effect

Please check if KEYhold is in the OFF position; if not, please switch
it to the OFF position.
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
