Remote Controller
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Rex Tail Installation

Insert the Rex Tail into the back hole of
the Rex Remote Control Figure according
to the tail direction on the image

Standard Control

Slide the ON/OFF Switch to ON to turn on the Rex Remote Control Figure.

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Batteries Installation For Remote Controller

To install batteries into the Rex Remote Control Figure, unscrew the screw on the
battery box cover to open the cover. Insert 3(Three) X AA 1.5V Alkaline Batteries (Not
Included) into the battery box. Batteries should be placed as shown on the diagram.
Replace the battery box cover and tighten the screw.

Notice:

When inserting the batteries, you must insert according to the correct polarity,
the Rex Remote Control Figure won't function if batteries are reversed.

To install batteries into the Remote Controller, unscrew the screw on the battery box
cover to open the cover. Insert 2(Two) X AAA 1.5V Alkaline Batteries (Not Included)
into the battery box. Batteries should be placed as shown on the diagram. Replace
the battery box cover and tighten the screw.

Notice:

When inserting the batteries, you must insert according to the correct polarity,
the Remote Controller won't function if batteries are reversed.

Performance Tips

« Do not drive the Rex Remote Control Figure on grass, sand or go through
water.

« Do not drive the Rex Remote Control Figure in windy or rainy weather.

« Do not drive the Rex Remote Control Figure into any sharp object.

«Keep fingers, hair and loose clothing away from Rex Remote Control
Figure.
