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ADX AudioBar Instructions:

Getting Started
1. Plugin the AudioBar using the provided power supply. The unit will automatically turn on and enter pairing mode.
2. Pair with the Bluetooth Remote Control by holding the (Volume +) and (Play/Pause) buttons for 10 seconds. The
AudioBar will beep when the remote is paired. (You should only need to do this once).
3. Press the (Bluetooth) button on the Remote Control to disconnect all other devices.
4. Ifyou are using a TV to Bluetooth Transmitter pair it before connecting any other Bluetooth device
a. Make sure no other devices are connected to the AudioBar when pairing with the transmitter
5. Pair your Bluetooth-compatible device (such as a phone, music player, or computer) with the unit.
a.  Open your device’s Bluetooth preferences and select “ADX AudioBar” on your device.
b. For detailed instructions on how to pair a Bluetooth accessory with your device, please consult your device
instruction manual.
6. The device can remain connected to one Bluetooth device and a compatible TV to Bluetooth Transmitter
a. Use the (Input) button to switch between your device and the (TV to Bluetooth Transmitter)
Using your AudioBar
1. Use the (power) button on the remote control to turn the AudioBar on. You will hear an ascending tone.
a. Ifthe power button on the remote does not work, see #2 above to pair the remote with the AudioBar
2. The unit will connect automatically to the most recent Bluetooth device and the compatible TV to Bluetooth
Transmitter
3. To connect a new Bluetooth device:
a. Disconnect all paired devices by pushing the (Bluetooth) button on the remote control
b. Open your device’s Bluetooth preferences and select “ADX AudioBar” on your device.
c. For detailed instructions on how to pair a Bluetooth accessory with your device, please consult your device
instruction manual.
4. To confirm proper connection, play music from your device. It should come out of the AudioBar.
a. Use the Volume + and - to control the speaker volume.
b. You can also play/pause and track forward/back
c. Use the Sub+/- buttons to control the intensity of the subwoofer or bass shaker
i. The AudioBar can connect to a 4ohm woofer speaker or bass shaker for enhanced performance
5. Ifyour phone receives a call while it is connected to the AudioBar, the speaker will mute. You can use the (Decline)
button to reject the call and return to your music or answer the call using the handset. (The AudioBar does not
support any other phone features)
6. The ADX AudioBar USB port is a charge out port that provides 5V/2A output to charge your compatible devices.

To use the AudioBar with a TV (requires optional TV to Bluetooth Transmitter)

1. Pair the optional TV to Bluetooth Transmitter to your AudioBar and connect it to your TV’s audio out (either optical or
3.5mm)
2. Use the (Input) button on the remote control to switch between the TV and a paired Bluetooth device
3. Ifthere is only one device connected, the (Input) button will not do anything
Troubleshooting:

No sound is coming out of my AudioBar
0 Isthe sound bar plugged in with the power on?
0 Isyour device connected via Bluetooth?
My AudioBar will not turn on
0 Isitplugged in with power
0 Make sure the remote is paired
My device will not pair with the AudioBar
0 Make sure that the AudioBar and the device are in ‘discovery’ mode
0 Power on and off the AudioBar again
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Installation Example:

1. Prepare mounting plate

2. Install ADX AudioBar into opening with matching screw mounting holes

3. Screw and secure ADX AudioBar into mountain holes

4. Connect power supply and subwoofer wires to complete installation
