Operation Guide

Pairing with digital devices

1. Long press Play/Pause button to switch on, the indicator
starts to flash blue and the speaker enters into pairing mode.
2. Activate the Bluetooth feature on your digital device, and
set it to search for Bluetooth devices. Select “PURIDEA i6”
from the list of found devices and connect.

3. You'll heard a voice of “Dong” which means pairing is
successful, the indicator keeps lighting on blue.

i6 pairing with i6

1. Long press Play/Pause button of both devices to switch on,
the indicator starts to flash blue and the speakers enter into
pairing mode.

2. Double click Play/Pause button of speaker A and wait for
about 10 seconds, you'll hear a voice of “Dong’from speaker
B, which means that these two speakers are connected. At
this time, the indicator of speaker A keeps flashing blue and
the indicator of speaker B keeps lighting on blue.

3. Activate the Bluetooth feature on your digital device, and set
it to search for Bluetooth devices. Select “PURIDEA i6” from
the list of found devices and connect.Speaker A is connected
to your digital device as the main speaker, and then speaker B
is connect to speaker A.

* If both of Speaker A and B were separately connected with
your digital device previously, please switch off your digital
device before pairing speaker A and B.

Low battery possibly caused pairing failure

Charge the speaker

The indicator keeps red lighting when charging and goes
out when fully charged.
