Pairingo the Speaker

1 Turn on the Speaker. The status light will blink blue fast until
connected. Once a connection has been established the light will blin
slowly.

Notes:

e If the status light changes to red and blinks fast, it means the b
is low. Use the Mini USB cable to fully charge the speaker.

* You cannot pair with the speaker if a MicroSD card or AUX cable is
inserted.

Connecting via Blweth

2 Access the Bluetooth menu on your device. Select “NATIVE” from list
of available devices.

Once connected, media can be controlled via the Bluetooth
3 compatible device or the controls on the speaker.

Answer Calls

To answer an incoming call while Bluetooth connection is active,
press the Call Answer button once. To ignore an incoming call
double press the Call Answer button.

Connecting with Line—in Cahle

Insert one end of the 3.5mm audio cable into the AUX Line—in port on
the speaker. Insert the opposite end of the cable into your media
device.
