Installation Instructions

Windscreen mounting
Attach the product to your windscreen by lifting the locking lever
(B) to the up position. Place the wireless charger in the desired

against the glass. Press down the locking lever (B) to lock into place,
and check it is securely attached. To remove, lift the locking lever
and pull the small tab on the suction pad.

Adjusting the viewing angle
Adjust the angle by loosening the tightening ring (C) of the ball 
joint on the back of the product. Once you are happy with the 
viewing angle, tighten the ring (C) to hold in place. 

Connecting the power source

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Troubleshooting

Not charging or slow charging
Please ensure you are using the supplied power adapter within the wireless charger. Using 
other chargers may result in slow charging or no charge at all. If you need to replace the 
power adapter, please make sure it supports QC 3.0 and supports a 12V USB output. 

For optimum charge speed, adjust your device so that it is aligned to the centre of the wireless 

charging by removing it and checking the performance. Some cases interfere with wireless 
charging if they contain metallic material or are overly thick.
