LED indication for charging

1. Aux in slot
insert 3.5mm audio cable, come to “Aux in mode”, work as the external speaker of audio source of
computer,PSP/MP4 Etc.

2. Micro SD (TF) Slot:: insert the Micro SD card to play the music.
3. Micro USB Slot: Connect with computer or adaptor (5V/1A) to charge the speaker
4. ON/OFF: Power on/off.

(—) . Power on/off
Switch the button to power on/off the speaker.

(=) Bluetooth connection

Pairing Rock to your Smart phone (smart phone should be away from your speaker within 10
meters)

1. Activate pairing mode on Rock by switching “ON/OFF” button to “ON”. The Bluetooth LED
light will flash in blue.

2. On your smart phone, navigate to the Bluetooth function (refer to the smart phone owner’s
manual to locate Bluetooth function).

3. Select “Set Up” Bluetooth or turn “ON” Bluetooth.

4. Select “Search” or “Discover” devices. Select “A32”. You will hear the

voice “the Bluetooth device is connected successfully”.
6. If requested type the password 0000

7. Press the Enter key.



After completing the steps above, a message on your smart phone will appear to confirming

that your device is now paired/connected.

In case of unsuccessful pairing, Push to “OFF” and restart it to “ON".
If you turn off the device, but the Bluetooth on your smart phone remains open, when you
restart the device, the Bluetooth will be connected automatically.

Remarks:

In Bluetooth mode, the consumer can use the Bluetooth device or speaker to control music
playing, it is easy and convenient. When the speaker is in low power, you will hear a voice
“low power, pls re-charge it”, and the buttons will be not workable due to the low voltage.
The buttons control will turn to work again after charging.

Note: Some Bluetooth devices are in very low Bluetooth version, and can’t support the button

control, it’s not due to the quality of the speaker.

(=) Mobile Hands-free call
Under Bluetooth pairing mode:
1. Answer the call

Short Press L

2. Hang off the call

Short Press L

3. Dial Back the call

Double click L ,Dial the last call back

(M) Micro SD Card Music Playing
Inserting the Micro SD Card into the speaker to enter the memory card mode, the speaker will
play the Micro SD card music directly. (Speaker will voice “music play mode™).
The speaker support music format at WAV,MP3,WMA.

(#H) AUXin
Use the 3.5mm audio cable included to connect the speaker to an audio source (PC, MP3/MP4,
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mobile phone). Short press the Wireless icon < to enter “AUX IN” mode (the speaker will
voice “Aux input” mode). The speaker will play the music from the audio source.

Please note: Low battery will affect the music sound quality, please charge the speaker by adaptor
(5V 1A) soon.

(75) Data download



In power on mode, connect the computer and speaker by the USB cable, the speaker can enter
download mode, click USB flash for data download directly.
(Note: Please format the Micro SD card which used for the first time.)
