Preparation—Step 1: Installation
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1. Connect the USB power cable to WooriKooli W and then to the HDMI port of your TV.
(Use an extension cable for HDMI, if necessary.)

2.Connect the USB power cable to the power adapter, which is plugged into the outlet. If it is difficult to connect with
a power adapter, connect the USB power cable to the USB port of your TV.

3. Turn on your TV and select the input setting on your TV to match the input port where the HDMI cable is connected.

Power adapter connection is recommended as some USB ports do not provide sufficient continuous
power.



Preparation—Step 2: Remote

Insert batteries

1. Press the battery door latch down to remove
the battery door.

2. Insert two AAA-size batteries.

3. Slide the door back into place.

Pairing WooriKooli W with a Remote

Make sure that WooriKooli W is properly connected to
your TV before remote pairing and confirm that the TV
power and HDMI are selected for input setting.

1. Press the OK button and the Home button at the same
time, and hold for three seconds.(If the LED lamp blinks
six times in a row at regular intervals, the pairing process
is completed.)

2. After completing the pairing process, press the OK
button to move to start to use.

If the remote isn’t working, press the OK
button and the Home button at the same
time, and hold for longer than three seconds.

Start to use —Step 1: Initial Setting

The initial setting is allowed only once after the purchase of the product. After that, you can check and change the
relevant setting on the setting menu.

1. Network Connection :If you use a wired Ethernet network to connect, WoorkKooli W automatically detects your
network. If you use a wireless network to connect, select your network from the list and enter your network password.

2. Screen Resolution : You can adjust the width and length.

3. Time Zone : You can select the time zone for the area of use. When selection is completed, move to steps for
Product Verification.

- If not connected to the network, you cannot move to the next step.
- Check the Wi-Fi connection of the internet router installed nearby.



Start to use—Step 2: Product Verification

WooriKooli W offers membership-based service. To start using the service, complete the product verification
process, and register for membership on the web site.

1. To check the verification code
Check the 4-digit verification code comprised of numbers and alphabets on the product verification page. (It is the
verification code endowed to the product. You can use the service only after the code is registered on the web site.)

2. To enter the verification code
Go to http://go.kooli.tv to register the verification code.

3. To register for membership
Continue the membership subscription on the web site after registering the verification code.
(For those who already registered for membership, WooriKooli W will be registered automatically.)

Use service

Once you completed membership subscription and product verification process on the KOOLi web site, you can
enjoy various VOD contents on your TV including movies, dramas, variety shows, etc.

Service Packages

If subscribed to the monthly paid service, you can enjoy watching Korea’s hottest TV series and movies on demand in
high definition.

You can search for the content you want by pressing the search button and checking the list of contents in service on
the web site.

3% Contents can be purchased individually other than the monthly paid service package.

To pay for content

When you purchase the paid content other than the monthly paid service package, the PIN Code input screen will be
displayed on the purchase guide page. Enter the PIN code after confirming the registered payment information you
entered at the time of membership subscription to complete the purchase.

- The PIN Code is essential information to enter to purchase an individual content. You can set the
information when registering for membership on the web site.

- If you lose or change the PIN Code, visit http://kooli.tv/account

1. Notice
You can check the available update or major notifications. The related information can be checked on KOOLi’s Web
site as well.

2. Watch History
You can check and manage the history of your VOD contents watched.

3. Purchase History
You can check the service package you are using and the purchase history of individual VODs.

4. Parental Control
You can turn parental controls on or off. Enter the PIN Code to confirm your settings.

If you want to subscribe to or change the service package in use, check the related information via
http://kooli.tv/account

Caution
