Power supply for Unit

- Connect the supplied cable to DC 5v jack and other end to USB power outlet (5V adaptor not included) to
charge the built in battery.

- Please make sure battery is fully charged. For best results (or to charge faster) do not use the unit
while charging.

-Use On/Off button to switch power ON/OFF on unit.

Wireless Mode

- Long press “»||” (Mode) button to switch between WIRELESS / USB / TF /FM / AUX

- On your smartphone, scan and select “LI-S20167BT" to pair.

- Sound quality will depend on quality of your media file or distance of smartphone from speaker
( Distance should NOT be more than 30Ft) or There should be no object blocking the Wireless Signal

- To control volume Long Press “ 14¢/V-" (volume down) or “»»|/V+" (volume up).

- To change tracks Short Press “ |44/V=" (Previous Track) or “»»|/V+" (Next Track).

- To Pause or Release Pause Short Press “»||”

- Suggested maximum distance from your smartphone during Wireless mode - 30Feet

USB / Micro SD

* Plug in your USB Disk and/or Micro SD Card in the slots provided. Please make sure you use the correct
file format in your media devices — MP3 FILES ONLY and correct mode has been selected.

- Long press “»||"” (Mode) button to switch between WIRELESS / USB / TF /FM / AUX. Please ensure that
your speaker is fully charged & that your files are MP3 format, or correct source has been selected.

- To control volume Long Press “ l44/V-" (volume down) or “»»|/V+" (volume up).

- To change tracks Short Press “ l44/V=" (Previous Track) or “»»I/V+" (Next Track).

- To Pause or Release Pause Short Press “»||”

- Please remember to turn off the power of the Speaker before removing the USB Disk or SD Card.

FM Radio

- Long press “»||" (Mode) button to switch between WIRELESS / USB / TF /FM / AUX. Please ensure
that your speaker is fully charged & correct source has been selected.

- To control volume Long Press “ |44/V-" (volume down) or “»»1/V+" (volume up).

- Short Press “»||" to Auto Scan and preset available frequencies

- To switch between preset frequencies Short Press “ 144/V=" or “»»|/V+" .

- Plug in supplied cable to unit to use as Antenna for better reception

Aux (Line In)

1. Plug in external device to Aux jack using supplied cable to listen audio through unit.

2. Long press “»||"” (Mode) button to switch between WIRELESS / USB / TF /FM / AUX.
Please ensure that your speaker is fully charged & correct source has been selected

3. To control volume Long Press “ 144/V-" (volume down) or “»»I/V+" (volume up).

4. Short Press “»||” to mute

5. Tracks can only be changed from your connected external device.
