2. Remove caseback and let air or place with rice
3. Once screen clears,  replace caseback ensuring gasket is in 

place

Smart Phone app keeps resetting
1. Delete app
2. Download app again from App Store or Google Play
3. Pair app with Watch

Watch does not receive signal
1. Phone in bag can be near metal clubs
2. Your body between watch and phone
3. Move phone in bag and make sure your body is not 

between phone and watch when requesting data
