Power and distance are rounded to the nearest mW and mm before
calculation

The result is rounded to one decimal place for comparison

Ant gain 0dBi; so Ant numeric gain=1.0

For Bluetooth 4.1

pt=6.984dBm =4.99Mw at 2480MHz

So (4.99mW/5mm)x V2.480GHz = 1.572<3
For Bluetooth 4.0LE

pt=2.614dBm =1.83Mw at 2402MHz

So (1.83mW/5mm)x V2.402GHz = 0.567<3

Then SAR evaluation is not required
