To connect your Cook-Key® to your
Thermomix® TM5, attach it to the port
at the side of the Thermomix®. It will
lock into place as soon as the magnet is
sufficiently close. Ensure that your
Thermomix® recipe chip is not attached
while connecting your Cook-Key®.
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When you are connecting your Cook-Key®
for the first time, you may need to perform
a software update. This update is required
in order to be able to use the Cook-Key®.

3. CONNECTING YOUR COOK-KEY®

TO THE INTERNET
Your Cook-Key® has to be connected via
Wi-Fi to the Internet in order to synchronize
recipes from the Cookidoo™. Please have
your Wi-Fi network key ready. To do this,
press the "% symbol to start the setup wizard.
Please note the symbol will change from
grey to bold when ready. Follow the steps
that guide you through the setup process.
