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2.3 Touch screen operations 

 

 

Use touch screen makes it easier to select items or perform functions. Learn to 

use the basic operation of the touch screen.  

 

◇ To avoid scratch screen, do not use sharp tool 

◇ Forbidden touch screen touching other electronic device. The static discharge may 

cause malfunction of touch screen. 

◇ To make better use of touch screen please peel off protect film before use it. 

◇ Touch screen has a layer that can detect weak electric charge emitted by the human 

body. For best results, use your finger to tap the touch screen belly. If you use a stylus 

or pen and other sharp instruments to operate the touch screen may be 

unresponsive.  

 

 

 Carry out below operations also can control touch screen: 

 

◇ Click：Click one time, confirm menu or run application.  

◇ Long press：Long press an application last 2 seconds. 

◇ Drag：Long press an application last 2 seconds move to the designated position. (If 

need remove, drag the application to recycle bin) 

◇ Double-click：Click twice on a application. 

◇ Slide：Slide in four directions for navigating the screen and website. 

◇ pinch-to-zoom： Two fingers on the screen will be stretched, and then carried them 

through the switching finger zoom in or out. 

 

 

Tips: 1. If you do not use the device for a specified length of time, the device turns off the 

touch screen. To open the screen, press the power button. 

2.Also adjust the backlight time. In standby mode, open the main menu, then select 

Settings》Display》Screen Timeout  
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2.4 Setting screen lock/unlock 

 

 

Start screen lock feature can lock the touch screen, every time turn on the phone 

or unlock the touch screen, the device will be asked to enter the unlock code. 

 

 
 

 Setting unlock pattern 

 

① In standby mode, open the application list and select Settings / Security / screen lock 

/ pattern. 

② Pay attention to screen tips and examples pattern then choose next 

③ Your figure dragged for connecting 4 point to draw up a pattern. 

④ Select “Continue”  

⑤ Draw again for the pattern and confirmation 

⑥ When turn on the phone or unlock touch screen, drawing the pattern before enter the 

desktop. 

 

 

 Face recognition  

 

① In standby mode, open the application list and select settings/security/screen 

lock/recognition face unlock 

② Pay attention to screen tips and choose setting then move to next step 

③ Make your face direct at the camera then framing and wait to remember it. 

④ After remember your face also need input a pin code, if face to unlock failed you can 

input a pin code for the screen unlock successfully. 

 

 Setting voice unlock apps 

 

① In standby mode, open the application list and select settings/security/screen lock/ 

voice unlock 

② Pay attention to screen tips and choose setting then move to next step 

③ Recording your voice 
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④ After keep your voice in memory storage you also need to input a pin code or pattern, 

if voice unlock failed you can input a pin code or pattern for the screen unlock 

successfully.

the camera’s sensor receives. For low-light situations, use a higher exposure. 

③ Color effect: for set color in mono,sepia, negative, posterize, aqua, 

blackboard and whiteboard.  

④ White balance: This settings are designed for specific lighting situations eg. 

incandescent light, sunlight, fluorescent, cloudy day etc. 

⑤ Anti-flicker: Should choose 50Hz or 60Hz automatically.
