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Charging

Connect the included charging cable to the headphones and
plug it into an appropriate power source. The LED will display
red, indicating charging status.

Operation

To power on, press and hold IEIM for about 3 seconds until the
LED indicator flashes, indicating the headset is on. It will
immediately be in pairing mode.

To power off, press and hold Il for about 3 seconds until the
LED indicator turns off.

Bluetooth Pairing

Ensure the headphones are powered on.

The light will flash blue and red to indicate it is in pairing mode
Open the Bluetooth settings on your device and search for new
devices.

Select "Xtreme XBH9-1032" from the list of available devices.
Once paired, a confirmation tone will sound.
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TOUCH CONTROLS

Play/Pause: Tap HCIl once.

Next Track: Hold for 2 seconds.

Previous Track: Hold IR for 2 seconds.

Volume Down: Tap IR once.

Volume Up: Tap once.

Answer/End Call: Tap Il once when receiving/ending a call.
Reject Call: Hold CIM when receiving a call.

Redial: Double tap HCIM to redial most recent number.

Active Noise Cancelling (ANC) Mode:
Long press the @ to turn ON ANC mode. The indicator light
will be green.

Long press the @ to turn off the ANC mode. The LED light
will turn off.

Activate Voice Assistant: Triple Tap IEI Button.

Aux line-in

Insert the 3.5mm audio cable into the AUX port and connect the
other end to your MP3/MP4 player, mobile phone, or other
compatible device to play music.
