You can take the device’s
silicon sleeve off, and boil, flush or sterilize it.
Please do not spill water on the wireless charger.
Please do not charge the BlueSmart mia™ with other branded wireless
charger.

B Please do not make the BlueSmart mia'" be exposed to sunlight.

[How to use]

Fit the baby bottle into the silicon sleeve of the BlueSmart mia'™.

*You can check the compatible baby bottle sizes on the bottom of the packaging.
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[Features]

Feed reminder — Drop-shaped indicator lights up white, at the scheduled
feeding time.

Temperature indicator — Bottle-shaped indicator lights green, blue and red
when the liquid temperature in the bottle is perfect, cold and hot respectively.
Prepare suggestion — The Drop-shaped light will indicate you how many spoons
of formula power to use, by blinking white as many times as the number of
spoons. (According to your feeding plan.)

Low battery — The Bottle indicators all light up, when the battery level is under

20%.

Please complete the following steps according to the instructions in the app.
1. Create a BlueSmart mia™ account.

2. Connect to your BlueSmart mia™.

3. Create your baby profile.

4. Complete the initial settings and preferences.

[Charging]

When the battery level is low, the BlueSmart mia™"

s bottle-shaped LED indicator
light up red, green and blue. Put the BlueSmart mia"" on the wireless charger, and
the indicator will blink blue, green, and red in order. All indicators will shut down

after the battery is fully charged.

[ Turn on/off the device]
Press the hidden power button on the bottom of the BlueSmart mia™ with the

turning-on/off tool, to turn on or turn off the BlueSmart mia'™.

[Data sync]
When the BlueSmart mia'" is not in using, it will try to download your latest setting

and upload newly generated feeding data via the Wi-Fi connection.

[FAQ]

1. What's the reference of the BlueSmart mia' s smart schedule
recommendation ?
The smart feeding schedule and goal are based on baby formula makers’ official
suggestion as well as the average consumption of the babies at the same age.
The schedule is for reference only; please feed your baby according to the real
requirement.

2. How to clean the BlueSmart mia™"?
To clean light dirt or residue off the BlueSmart mia"", you can take the silicon
sleeve off the BlueSmart mia"™, and boil, flush or sterilize it. The device’s main
part cannot be washed or dipped into the water. Please try to clean the surface

of the main part with soft cloth.



3. How long does the BlueSmart mia™"s battery last?
In common use case (no more than 10 daily feedings), the battery will last for at
least one week. However, the battery life will be significantly affected by the
Wi-Fi use frequency. (Every data upload, custom setting or feeding schedule

update requires Wi-Fi connection.)
