OWNER’S MANUAL FRONT PANEL CONTROLS

1. POWER/STATUS INDICATING LIGHT

The green light indicates normal operation, the red light indicates FAULT, and the orange light indicates waveform trimming.
2. POWER SWITCH

Used to turn on or off the power of the power amplifier
3. IR window

Used to receive the infrared signal of the remote control.
4. Volume/source selection control
The encoder is rotated to the left for volume - and to the right for volume +.
Press the touch switch of the encoder to switch the sound source, and switch one sound source with each press.

Hold press the touch switch of the encoder to restore Factory Settings of power amplifier.
In the standby state, press the encoder to tap the switch to wake up the power amplifier.
