Charging and battery: before the headset is charged by the charging
device, please firstly inspect the charging device whether is the original
device or not.

Charging of the headset:
The built-in non-detachable rechargeable batteries are adopted for the
headset. Do not take out the battery from the headset to prevent the

4. Low battery indication: when the volla%e of the battery is lower than 3.2V,
the red indicator light of the headset will ficker, meanwhile, the headset wil
sound warning tone, and then the headset will be charged.
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Pairing step of the Bluetooth:
1. Please control the distance between the Bluetooth headset and the
mobile phone (o other device sed for connecting) within one meter.
2. Switch on the headset, and make sure the headset is in the pairing
mode, and the red light and the blue light fiicker altemately at the moment.
3. Turn on the Bluetooth function on the mobile phone or other device
needing to be connected, and the mobile phone will show that “YD-1"
has been found.
4. Select "YD-1" (part of the mobile phone shall input “0000" s the pairing
password), and the Bluetooth headset will be automatically connected with
the mobile phone.
> Attention: the maximum pairing time of the Bluetooth headset is 120
seconds, f the red light and the blue light turn off or flicker, the pairing state
of the Bluetooth heagse( has stopped. If you still cannot match the Bluetooth
headset, please repeat the step 1 to step 4 for again pairing.
Disconnecting the headset and the Bluetooth on the mobile phone:
1. Switch off the headset. O turn off the Bluetooth function on the mobile
hone. Or move the headset 20 meters (about 60 feet) or the longer
distance away from the mobile phone.
