The LED indicator on the earbuds will flash red and blue quickly to indicate
pairing mode.

On your device’s Bluetooth menu ,find and select "Air 2”.
(you may be required to enter a password “0000”)

Atone may sound and the blue/red LED will flash when
pairingis complete.

BASIC INSTRUCTIONS

The earbuds with automatically turn on and connect with
last paired device when removed from charging case.

To turn earbuds off, place them back in the charging case.
Another way to turn off earbuds:

Long press the MF button around 6 seconds
