Read all instructions before using this appliance.

This appliance is hot when in use. To avoid burns, do not let bare skin touch hot surface. If provided, use handles when
moving this appliance. Keep combustible materials, such as furniture, pillows, bedding, papers, clothes, and curtains, etc.
at least 3 feet (0.9 meter) away from the front of the appliance. Keep all items away from the sides and rear.

Extreme caution is necessary when the appliance is used by or near children or invalids and whenever the appliance is
left operating and unattended.

Always unplug appliance when not in use. This unit should be operate under supervision and should not be left on
without supervision.

Do not operate any appliance with a damaged cord or plug or after the appliance malfunctions, has been dropped or
damaged in any manner.

However, If an
extension cord MUST be used, the cord must be No. 14AWG minimum size and rated not less than 1875 Watts. The
extension cord must be a 3-prong cord with grounding type plug and cord connection and should not exceed 20’ (6m) in
length.

When transporting or storing the appliance, keep both the unit and power cord / plug dry, free from excessive vibration
and away from heat sources to avoid causing fire, electric shock, or injury to persons.

Do not attempt to burn wood or other materials in this appliance.
This appliance, when installed must be electrically grounded in accordance with the current.

Read all instructions and warning prior to operating the appliance.

Ensure that all controls are in the “OFF” status before plugging the appliance into a properly grounded electrical
outlet.

This appliance is for use on 120 Volts. The appliance has a 3-prong grounded plug (Figure 1.A). If your electrical
outlet has only 2 slots (Figure 1.B), you will have to use an adapter (Figure 1.C) to convert from the 3-prong
power cord to a 2-slot receptacle. The green grounding plug extending from the adapter must be securely
connected to a permanent ground such as a properly grounded outlet box. The adapter should only be used if a
proper 3-slot receptacle is not available.

NOTE: Adapters are not allowed for use in Canada.

A 15 AMP circuit is required to operate this appliance. If the breaker trips when the appliance is running, you may
need to move the appliance to another location or unplug other appliances that are on the same circuit.

The fireplace control functions can be accessed in two ways:

- Using the button control panel, located in the upper right-hand corner of the fireplace
- Using the multifunction remote control
The main control panel is located at the top right corner on the front (see Figure 2).

Using the Control Panel: (Locate in Figure 3)

Power(Figure 3.A):

The POWER button supplies power to all the features of the fireplace. This button must be ON for any of the features
to work properly.

You can turn ON the fireplace either by press the POWER button on the Control Panel or the POWER button on the
Remote Control (Reference to Page 6).

Once turn OFF, all current settings will be stored except Timer and then restored at the next power ON. Unplug the
unit will reset the setting to factory default.

Flame Button (Figure 3.B):

The FLAME button controls the flame feature and the ember effect ON and OFF.

When you press the FLAME button to be ON mode, the intensity of the flame will be dimming on from LOW to HIGH
in 3 seconds. When you press the FLAME button again in OFF mode, the flame will be dimming off from HIGH to
LOW in 8 seconds.

The default setting of the flame is highest flame setting, Press UP(G) or DOWN(F) button, you can adjust the flame
brightness, there are 5 levels of the brightness.

When operating this button, the Display Screen FLAME icon will be twinkling (See Figure 4.B),

When you are adjusting the flame brightness with UP(G) and DOWN(F) button, the Display Screen will show
corresponding brightness level base on wave number (See Figure 4.F).

This feature can also be control with Remote Control.

Heater Control (Figure 3.C):

The HEATER button controls the heat ON and OFF feature, It can be used to switch the temperature reading on the
Displ reen.

The default setting of the heating feature is highest temperature 95F(35C).

There are total 7 heating levels from HIGH to LOW (95F/35C to 65F/18C), with press UP(G) or DOWN(F) button, the
heating temperature can be set in 5F/3C interval.

Press and hole the HEATER button 6 seconds, user can switch between Fahrenheit (F) and Celsius(C) in the Display
Screen.
When operating this button, the Display Screen HEATER icon will be twinkling. (See Figure 4.C).

When turn off the heating feature, the inner blower will continue run 30 seconds to cool down the unit to protect the
heating elements before the fireplace completely shuts off.

Timer Control (Figure 3.D):

The TIMER button controls the TIMER feature ON and OFF.
Press UP(G) or DOWN(F) button, you can set the turn off time from 0.5H to 8H with 0.5H interval.
Once TIMER is set, the fireplace will be continue running in its current status until the timer countdown to 0.

When operating this button, Display Screen TIMER icon will be twinkling. (See Figure 4.D)
This feature also can be control with the Remote Control.

IF THE FIREPLACE STOP WORKING, THAT ALL FUNCTION BUTTONS CAN NOT BE OPERATING. PLEASE
TURN OFF THE FIREPLACE POWER AFTER 8 SECONDS. THEN RESTART.

Using the Control Panel: (Locate in Figure 3)

Child Lock (Figure 3.E):
4+ The CHILD LOCK button controls the locking feature of the fireplace, it can lock all control features on the Control
Panel and Remote Control except the child lock on Remote Control,
4+ Press and hold the CHILD LOCK button 6 seconds, the locking features can be activated, The CHILD LOCK icon in
Display Screen displays locked (See Figure 4.E). All fireplace features are disabled. All the Control Panel buttons and
Remote Control are deactivated.
4+ Press the CHILD LOCK button on Control Panel 6 seconds again to resume the control functions of Control Panel
and Remote Control.
Down(Figure 3.F):
4+ Coordinating with FLAME / HEATER / TIMER button, use this DOWN button to decrease.
4+ Without press FLAME / HEATER / TIMER button, press this button for the function of FLAME.
4+ When FLAME / HEATER / TIMER is not activated, this button will not work.
Up (Figure 3.G):
4+ Coordinating with FLAME / HEATER / TIMER button, use this UP button to increase.
4+ Without press FLAME / HEATER / TIMER button, press this button for the function of FLAME.
4+ When FLAME / HEATER / TIMER is not activated, this button will not work.

Display Screen: (Locate in Figure 4)

Press any key except POWER key on Control Panel and Remote Control, the Display Screen flip down after 3
seconds, it display the current using functions. Without further operations, the Display Screen will automatic flip
back up after 17 seconds.

Using the Control Panel: (Locate in Figure 5)

The Remote control comes preassembled with a working battery and a insulation plastic film. Please remove the
insulation plastic film from the battery before start using the Remote.

Buttons on the Remote control (as Figure 5 shows) have the same functions as describe above in the page 4 and
5 for the Control Panel (as Figure 3 shows) except below features.

CHILD LOCK button (Figure 5.E)

4+ Unlike the same button on the Control Panel, while operate with the Remote control, you just need to press the button
to cycle through the CHILD LOCK setting instead of press and hold on the Control Panel.

Flame Control (Figure 4. B):

The FLAME button controls the flame feature and the ember effect ON and OFF.

When you press the FLAME button to be ON mode, the intensity of the flame will be dimming on from
LOW to HIGH in 3 seconds. When you press the FLAME button again in OFF mode, the flame will be
dimming off from HIGH to LOW in 8 seconds.

The default setting of the flame is highest flame setting, Press UP(G) or DOWN(F) button, you can adjust
the flame brightness, there are 5 levels of the brightness.

When operating this button, the Display Screen FLAME icon will be twinkling (See Figure 4.B),

When you are adjusting the flame brightness with UP(G) and DOWN(F) button, the Display Screen will
show corresponding brightness level base on wave number (See Figure 4.F)

Heater Control (Figure 4.C):

The HEATER button controls the heat ON and OFF feature, It can be used to switch the temperature

reading on the Display Screen.
The default setting of the heating feature is highest temperature 95F(35C).

There are total 7 adjustable levels from highest to lowest, when the fireplace is first turned on the
HEATER will come at the highest temperature 95F/35C, and the lowest temperature is 65F/18C. Press
UP and DOWN button to adjust the heater level, 5F/3C each press.

When adjusting the flame brightness with UP and DOWN button, the display screen will display the heater
setting in using accordingly with either Fahrenheit (F) or Celsius degrees (C). Without further operations,
the display screen display room temperature after around 6 seconds. (See Figure 4.A)

Once turn off the HEATER, the blower will exhaust air cooling for 30 seconds before shut off.

Timer Control (Figure 5.D):

This button controls the TIMER on/off.
When operating this button, display screen TIMER icon twinkle (See Figure 4.D).

Press UP and DOWN button to adjust the timer form 0.5 to 8H, 0.5 hour each press. The display screen
will display the timer setting in using accordingly (See Figure 4.A).

Once TIMER is set, the whole control system will be shut off after the time was set. During this time, the
other functions still can be operated.

Child Lock (Figure 3.E):

Press the CHILD LOCK once to activate the child-lock function, once this function is activated, all the
other buttons be locked, the display screen CHILD LOCK icon display locked (See Figure 4.E).

Press the CHILD LOCK button for 6 seconds again to unlock the control system, and the other buttons
can be operated again, the display screen CHILD LOCK icon display unlock (See Figure 4.G).

Without press FLAME / HEATER / TIMER button, press this button for the function of FLAME.

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MAINTENANCE

WARNING: Before attempting to perform any maintenance on this appliance, turn all controls to the “OFF”
position and then unplug. Allow the appliance to be “OFF” for at least 10 minutes before performing any
maintenance in order to allow all components to cool properly.

Cleaning:
1. Use a clean dry cloth to clean the fireplace.

2. To remove fingerprints or other marks from glass window, use clean damp cloth. Do not spray glass cleaner
or other liquids directly onto the window.

3. Clean metal surfaces with a clean damp cloth making sure not to push dust or debris into any air intake or
exhaust vents.

4. Do not use abrasive cleaners or spray liquids on any part of the appliance.

5. Periodic cleaning/vacuuming of the fan/heater unit is strongly recommended to ensure that no dirt or foreign
objects build up.
