Introduction 

 

    Removes the package to find your toy, filling the toy with 3*AA batteries. 

    In the handle part you can find a switch, press the switch one time, u can see red and green 

lights comes from the white blade. 

When there is a Bluetooth signal around, your toy can be controlled by the Bluetooth signal 

and you can find one LED of top lights-up. Meanwhile, the red and green lights will power off. 

Then, under the control of the Bluetooth, that LED on top can change its color and flashing 

modes.
