2. You must accept the user request on the frame by going to Settings > User Management.

3. Accept the user request by clicking Accept.

4. The email sender will receive a confirmation email with the subject line “Your Binding

Request was Complete”. This confirms they can now email photos to your photo frame.

. To send photos to the frame the sender only needs to send an email to the frame

and attach a photo. No subject line is necessary.
