The motor runs to the ZG position with one key (with
initial value).

Multiplexing function: long press the flashlight for
about bs, the backlight flashes, press ZG within 2s, the
buzzer sounds 3 times, and record the current motor
position, massager, and light bar status to ZG.

Button lock function: long press this button for 5
seconds, the backlight flashes 3 times, and the remote
control buttons are locked, and the remote control
buttons are unavailable at this time;
