Introduction:

The DB-RUMBLE portable audio entertainment system with integrated LED accent lighting. The unit boasts
an mp3 music player capable of playing audio files from Storage Inputs as Wireless Streaming connectivity for
wireless music streaming and a rechargeable battery. Additionally, there are dual %4” microphone inputs, a 1/4”
guitar input, 1 pair of RCA Stereo Inputs and 1 pair of RCA Stereo Outputs for system expansion and integration.
With a collapsible luggage style carrying handle and built in caster wheels, this unit makes the perfect mobile
party machine with extreme capabilities. Sound quality is achieved by its dual 12” woofers and dual 2” bullet
tweeters totaling 4500 W of musical power.

* Insure that all volume and gain controls are set to “0” when connecting source units
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Mode selector: Press to change between different input modes

LED display: Displays input mode and basic track info.

Vocal Cut: Activate to cut sound when the MIC receives a signal or voice

Previous Track: Use to go back one track in MP3 or Storage Inputs mode

EQ: Use this to activate and scroll through the different EQ presets

Mute: Use to mute all sound

MIC Volume: Use this to adjust the Microphone volume separately from the Master volume
Bass Control: This controls the overall bass level of the master audio signal.

Treble Control: This controls the overall treble level of the master audio signal.

. Delay: Adds a Delayed sound effect to MIC and Guitar inputs

. Play/Pause: Press to begin a track or to pause it

. MIC Echo Volume: This controls the amount of echo effect produced by the speaker
. Storage Inputs: 4gb MAX volume read, can only read MP3 files

. MIC treble: adjust the amount of treble on the MIC inputs

. Previous Track: Press to go back one track in MP3 or Wireless Streaming Mode

. MIC Bass : adjust the amount of bass on the MIC input

. Guitar volume: Adjust the volume on the guitar input

. Storage Inputs: 4gb MAX volume read, can only read MP3 files

. Repeat: Replays the current track

. %” Guitar/Musical Instrument input

. %" MIC Inputs

. Master Volume Control: Adjusts the overall volume level of t he master audio signal.
. RCA Stereo line in

. RCA Stereo line out

. Master Power Switch

. Battery Status indicator

. LED Power Switch: Turns LED accent lights on and off.

How to protect and maintain the battery of Portable speaker

The portable speaker comes with a non spill able lead acid battery preinstalled. There are no
user serviceable parts on your speaker. However, the battery’s life depends on how you charge and
maintain it. Below are several crucial points you must follow in order to preserve the life and
performance of your battery and protect your factory warranty.

1. Allow a full charge before use.
2. Do not over charge your battery. Disconnect from power source once battery is full.
3. Do not allow your battery to fully drain.

Step one:
When you first plug your speaker into a power source (12V or AC) you begin to charge your unit
for the first time. It is important to allow a complete charge before you disconnect from a power
source or use the speaker for the first time. Allowing a full charge before use ensures that all the
cells in your battery are activated. Full cell activation only happens during initial charge.

Ensure that you disconnect the power source from the battery once it is fully charged . Over
charging the battery will cause the cells in the battery to break down and deteriorate.
All rechargeable Speakers have a battery status indicator that shows when the battery is fully charged.

Never allow the battery on your unit to drain completely. Draining the battery completely will also
cause the cells within the battery to lose their conductivity. You can tell when your battery is
running low by the battery status indicator or by your speaker producing a gradual lower volume.

Following these steps will ensure that your battery performs and lasts the full life of your speaker.
Not following these steps will void our warranty.



Operation:

1. Ensure that the unit is connected to the appropriate power source using the provided AC power
cable.

2. Plugin the power cable and choose your input method using the MODE button on the unit or
remote.

3. Ensure that the master volume is turned to the “0” position before connecting any audio source.

4. Place the speaker in a location that is away from any direct heat source, moisture, or extreme
humidity.

*Use the Mode select button to choose between FM, Storage Inputs or Wireless Streaming *

1. Usinga storage device: The player can accept thumb drives and storage devices in USB 2.0 or
less format. Files can be played back formatted as MP3 only. The USB connection can read devices up
to8GB.

2. Using Wireless Streaming :

Ensure that your audio source has Wireless Streaming enabled/discoverable, next turn your
speaker on and select Wireless Streaming mode. Search for available Wireless Streaming devices
on your source unit and select BT Speaker. Once connected you can play audio from your device
when the unit is in Wireless Streaming Mode.

3. Using Microphones: Ensure that the Microphone volume is set to “0”. Connect your microphone to
%" Jacks located on 7. Ensure that your microphone is turned on. Adjust the volume control to
desired volume.

4. Using FM: Press the Mode button till FM is selected. Once in FM mode press the Play/record button

on the unit or remote and the FM tuner will begin programming all available stations. You can also

manually input the desired radio station using the keypad on the remote control unit.
5. Using Wireless Microphone: Turn on the wireless microphone  adjust the volume control to
desired volume.

Maintenance and care:

* Store and use in a dry environment away from direct heat sources and moisture.

* Do not clean with solvents or detergents. Only use a mildly damp cloth to dust or clean.

* Use on a flat stable surface. This unit will vibrate when played at high volume and will shift
position. Please use caution when placing this on any surface

* Use only the correct power source and cable provided

* Maintain all gain controls at correct levels. Excessive gain controls coupled with high volume
can damage the speaker drivers.

¢ Collapse all antennas and disconnect all cables before moving the unit.

Troubleshooting:

*  Music files not read: Ensure that your music files are encoded as MP3 Audio Files.

* No Sound: Please ensure that all volume and gain controls are not in the “0” position and
that all source units are on anc producing volume. Check volume controls at source units

* Wireless Streaming not connecting: Ensure that the Wireless Streaming devise you are

connecting has Wireless Streaming on and is discoverable.

* No Power: please ensure that your power connection is fully engaged and connected to a
non surging power source.

* Sound is distorted: Please ensure that your source volume and input gains on the speaker are
even and balanced. Also check that your connecting cables from source units are not
damaged or broken.

* No sound from Microphone: Ensure that the MIC gain control is not set to “0” ensure that

the microphone is turned on and that all connecting cables are fully engaged and working
properly.
