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Rechargeable Battery

Rechargeable Li batteries are the same type used in power
banks. As with your power bank, how you use this battery has a 
significant impact on its lifespan. With proper use and treatment, 
the battery can last for years. Here are some recommendations 
for getting the longest life from the internal battery.

General Usage

Storage

Disposal

Fully charge the battery before using it.
Charge the battery completely after each use.

For best product longevity, do not store at 
exceedingly hot (greater than 90°F / 32°C) or
exceedingly cold (less than 32°F / 0°C) 
temperatures.

It is acceptable to leave your sound system 
plugged in. This will not overcharge the
battery.

Bring the unit to a recycling center or dispose 
of in accordance with local ordinances.
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Microphone Input: This mono input accepts a 1/4" 
microphone.
Priority Mic: The music volume will decrease when use 
microphone. 
Mic Volume Control: This adjusts the microphone input 
volume. 
Echo Volume Control: This adjusts the microphone input 
reverberation.
Bass Control: This adjusts the speaker’s bass.
Treble Control: This adjusts the speaker’s tweeter.
Volume Control: This adjusts the speaker’s main mix 
volume, which includes the Microphone Input, Auxiliary Input, 
and the audio of a paired Bluetooth device.
Power Input: Insert the included power adapter here to 
charge the unit.
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Power ON/OFF: Turns Marsboy portable speaker on or off. 
Please note that while Marsboy portable speaker is connected 
to a power source, it does not need to be powered on to 
charge the battery.
Record: Hold it 3 seconds to record, press it to play your 
recording.
Notice: You need insert or connect a Microphone to record. And you need 
insert a TF card or USB flash drive to save files.

Repeat: Repeat function.
Previous: Press it to go to previous track.
Play/Pause: Press to play or pause a track.
Next: Press it to go to next track.
Input: Press it to change input method.
Auxiliary Input: This stereo 3.5 mm (1/8") input can be used 
to connect a CD player, MP3 player, or other audio source.
USB port: This USB port can charge your mobile device or
read the tracks in your USB storage device.
Press Input button to charge your mobile device when
connect with it.
TF slot: Press Input button to read the tracks in your TF card.

Turn on your Bluetooth device.
Power on Marsboy portable speaker and it will automatically 
go into pairing mode to search for Bluetooth devices.
Navigate to your Bluetooth device's setup screen, find 
"Marsboy Portable Speaker" and connect.
Note: If your Bluetooth device prompts for a pairing code, 
enter "0000".
To connect to another Bluetooth device, please disconnect 
the last connection and repeat 1-3.

InstrodctionTroubleshooting
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If the sound is distorted: Try lowering the volume control of 
your sound source, musical instrument, or microphone. Also, 
try to reduce the overall volume of Marsboy portable speaker 
using the Volume knob.
If there is too much bass: Try adjusting the tone or EQ 
control on your sound source to lower the bass level. This will 
allow you to play the music louder before clipping (distortion) 
occurs.
If there is a high-pitched whistling noise when using 
microphones: This is probably feedback. Point the 
microphone away from the speaker.
If you can’t hear the microphone over the music volume: 
Turn down the music volume from your source.
