Wearing VR 
 
• When you are wearing glasses, do not wear VR. Doing so may lead to 

facial injuries.

1. Place the main strap properly with the ring at the top. Then, pass 

both end of the main strap through the ring in VR and fix with Velcro 

firmly.

2. Buckle the hook to the top of front frame of VR, and pull up  

until it is firmly locked.

3. Slide the end of the headband through the ring in the main  

strap, and fix with Velcro firmly.

4. Fix VR to your head with strap, and wear it on the face comfortably. 

5. Adjust the length of the top headband and the main strap.
