Unplug the charge cord, make a long press on the power button for 15 seconds, then
plug the charge cord. Try to press the power button after 30 minutes. Make sure the
power source is DC5, 2A. It will take a longer time to get fully charged if the current is
less than 2A.

It can't be turned off and all the buttons are nonfunctional.
Make a long press on the power button for 15 seconds to reset the speaker, then turn it
off and then turn it back on.
